Herts Sports Partnership Report- “the changing county scene”
· John O’Callaghan (JOC) Talked the Exec group through the new structure of Sport England. There will be continuous investment through Governing Bodies of sport to continue to increase participation through sport as well as produce some top athletes. Each GB will be given funding dependant on if they achieve targets etc…                                                      Local Government- County Council cuts are significant and there is not a huge amount of funding available
Schools- Challenge within the schools section and cuts of school sports funding as well as the reprieve of school sports partnerships. Beyond August secondary schools will receive funding to relieve one teacher for one day a week to coordinate school sports. Estimated amount of only £7500

SSP funding wont exist past August as the funding will be going directly to the schools for them to spend as they see fit. Extended schools funding will also be running out.

County sports partnership have put a funding bid together in partnership with the university - £8000 a year for WHSPAA if successful

3b Matt Rayner- Youth and Sports Partnership Manager Report
· Matt talked about the Community Sports Network which aim to link in with other Sports Networks to provide extra courses for safe guarding children etc which will be on offer to local clubs. We aim to share knowledge, leads and work in partnership.

School Sports Partnerships- Unfortunately Steve is unable to attend todays meeting.

Club Development Funding- Executive agreed on Club Dev Funding of £300 for Traditional Karate Academy.

NHS Survey Concerns- The report shows that only 12% of WH people do sufficient physical activity to maintain health.  The burden of the resulting ill-health costs WH £10M per year (in NHS and other excess costs).  The report also shows that fewer children (in WH) are doing sport and physical activity outside of school than in the East Region and Nationally and is indicated as a concern.  Steve Savva said that more extra-curricular activity was a target for WH SSP this year – but of course this and all other SSP targets have been cancelled by the Coalition Government.
3d        Finances

LP Presented the finance report- 
The finances look healthy, currently, but all are aware of the general financial outlook.

It was discussed that changing bank accounts would be a step in the right direction considering the problems we have had with Nat West- the group agreed.
